Av kostnaden för löner och avtalsenliga avgifter avser 80 procent poliser. 
Avtalsenliga avgifter är arbetsgivaravgifter och pensionskostnader. I  
lokalkostnaden ingår även lokaler för specialverksamheter, exempelvis 
flygbaseringar. Av andelen helikoptrar utgör nästan 30 procent invester- 
ingskostnader. Rikskriminalpolisen svarar för Polisens internationella 
avgifter (12 miljoner kronor) till Interpol och för Schengensamarbetet. 
Förvaltningen av EU:s gränsfond ingår inte i andelen som redovisas för 
Centrala gränskontrollenheten.

I grafen anges händelser som fått betydelse för Rikskriminalpolisens ekonomi. 

I Ledning/Stab ingår kanslikostnader för Samverkansrådet och Opera-
tiva rådet samt Nationella underrättelsecentret. Sambandsmän som 
stationeras utomlands och internationella avgifter utgör nästan hälften 
av kostnaderna för Enheten för internationellt polissamarbete. Kriminal-
polisenheten har betydande kostnader för användning av teknik, resor 
och köp av tjänster i samband med förstärkning till polismyndigheterna. 
Ordningspolisenheten hanterar omfattande materiel som helikoptrar 
och utrustning för Nationella insatsstyrkan.

Mission 
The NBI’s mission is threefold: to fight serious organised 
crime, international police cooperation and crisis management.

Fighting serious organised crime

The primary duty of the NBI is to fight serious organised 
crime on both a national and international level, and to make it 
more difficult for criminal organisations to operate in Sweden. 

Point of contact for international police cooperation

The NBI is Sweden’s national point of contact for fighting 
crime internationally. The NBI is also responsible for Swedish 
police officers participating in peacekeeping missions abroad.

Responsible for crisis management 

The NBI is also responsible for managing crisis situations and 
critical incidents of national concern. 

Our mission
As part of its mission, the NBI has three main areas of respon-
sibility: to lead and coordinate resources, to provide specialist 
expertise and to carry out operational police work. 

To lead and coordinate: The NBI is tasked with leading and 
coordinating resources in a number of areas including criminal

The National Bureau of Investigation (NBI) coordinates and leads Sweden’s fight against  
serious organised crime. The NBI is also the Swedish point of contact for international police 
cooperation and responsible for coordinating police efforts during crisis situations and events 
of national concern. 

intelligence, border control issues and witness protection. The 
NBI also leads and coordinates cross-border operations.

To provide specialist expertise: As a provider of specialist 
expertise, the NBI develops methods for combating serious 
organised crime. Through training programmes and colla­
boration, the NBI shares knowledge and experience with 
local police authorities and other law enforcement agencies 
such as the Swedish Economic Crime Authority and Swedish 
Customs.

Operational police work: The NBI conducts both its own 
serious organised crime investigations as well as assisting 
local police authorities. Operationally, the NBI provides 
specialist expertise, for example technical surveillance and 
investigation expertise in complicated homicide cases, as well 
as national resources such as the Police Helicopter Service 
and the National Counter-Terrorism Unit. 

Organisation
The NBI is part of the Swedish National Police Board and has 
its headquarters in Stockholm. It is led by the Commissioner 
of the National Bureau of Investigation, who reports directly 
to the National Police Commissioner. The NBI has five de-
partments: the International Police Cooperation Division, the 
Criminal Intelligence and Investigation Division, the Special

The NBI is responsible for Sweden´s international police coopera-
tion. The International Police Cooperation Division (IPO) at the NBI 
is Sweden´s point of contact for information exchange through 
Europol, Schengen, Interpol and the joint Nordic liaison officer 
network worldwide.

Personnel 
At the end of 2010, the NBI had 652 employees, compared 
with 630 employees in 2009. Of these, 72 per cent are police 
officers. Other employees include specialists in the areas of 
analysis, IT, language, law and psychology. 

Finances
The NBI is mainly financed from the budget allocated to the 
police organisation as a whole. The proportion of the budget al-
located to the NBI is set by the National Police Commissioner. 
The disposable funds for 2010 amounted to SEK 685 million.  

Serious organised crime
An overall assessment shows that serious organised crime 
continues to rise, and that the methods used by the criminals in 
their illegal activities are becoming increasingly sophisticated.

Individuals
The majority of the strategically important individuals in-
volved in serious organised crime are men aged between 30 
and 50. There are many organised crime groups such as crimi-
nal motorcycle gangs and ethnic gangs but most criminals in-
volved in serious organised crime are not gang members. 
Instead they take advantage of their large networks of criminal 
contacts, many of which have international links.

Activities
Organised crime generally focuses on a range of illegal activi-
ties relating to narcotics, people smuggling and trafficking, 
commodity smuggling, aggravated theft and robbery, extor-
tion and racketeering, as well as financial crimes.

Methods
The capacity of serious criminals is assessed according to the 
degree to which they use three factors in their activities: the 
ability to run businesses, the exercise of illegal influence and 
the use of violence. Companies are often used by criminals to 
generate money and to conceal the source of money. Threats 
and harassment, in particular against witnesses, plaintiffs and 
police officers, is a common form of illegal influence. Serious 
criminals commonly use violence, although strategically 
important individuals often do not actually exert violence 
themselves.

The National Counter-Terrorism Unit in training. The unit is  
used all over Sweden in situations where specialist competence  
is required, for example in hostage-taking situations.
